Activities Meeting - Wednesday, March 14

Roseann Moore opened the meeting by stating that she has asked an individual to take on the role of Activities Chairman. Recruitment will be suspended until that individual has told Roseann her decision.

Roseann began to review the events scheduled for the month of March. Private parties are scheduled for 3/10, 3/24, and 3/30. Jayne Stillwell interjected that she had the minutes from February and would be glad to read them. Since she drew them up from her personal notes, she asked members to especially listen for additions or corrections. Minutes were read and accepted with the clarification of one item: ‘The Committee agreed to revert to the old standard of community activities being held on the third Saturday of the month‘ This was clarified to mean the community potluck, not the Activities meeting. Minutes will be submitted to the JUC after approval by the Activities Committee. 

Old Business

Ruth Madison and Pearl Herner have taken over the breakfast scheduling and are reconnecting with breakfast teams. Ruth has not had any luck contacting the party for the hard of hearing telephones; she will try again and schedule an introductory speaker.

Helen and Roseann brought the Committee up to date on the kitchen shelves. Helen had been away on a cruise when the shelves and sink were to be delivered. Roseann then reported that after two visits to the store and phone calls, she was told they had 1 set of shelves for over the ice machine, 1 sink, and pitchers that had come in. Roseann asked for copies of the orders and met with the JUC members. The JUC made a decision to cancel the stainless steel shelf order (it had not been ordered since October), and they purchased the white cabinets with doors, had Betty Walker put them together and install them after she finished with the floor. Helen concluded, and the Committee agreed, that since the Activities Committee had voted to pay for the shelves, the Activities Committee should pay for both the shelves and the supporting work. Roseann will work with Virginia to correctly assign the bills.

The freezer has been removed to the Storage Room after an incident in which it was unplugged and defrosted. Roseann took the still cold food to the Sharing Center and tossed out the outdated bakery goods.. Pauline has cleaned it out and readied it for St. Patrick’s Day, at which she will serve ice cream. Pearl suggested that it be left unfilled and unplugged when not in use. Both Helen and Joan d’Arcy disagreed, stating that leftovers were eventually used - i.e. sausage would be used by Veterans, etc.

Some individuals have bought items for dinners ahead of time when they found them on sale. Committee members said that freezers work best when filled with food and if we left it unplugged, mold and mildew would become a problem. The Committee agreed that we do not need to hold over any baked goods from week to week. It should go to community members after breakfast. Also, when a Breakfast Team has any leftovers, they should package meals for the shut-ins. How will we know who they are? Ask attending residents and/or Joan d’Arcy. They will get meals only when there are leftovers; they should not expect them. Bob Carlson will take breakfast leftovers to the Sharing Center; the breakfast team should inform him if they have leftovers to go. 

Ruth Madison ……………………….Jim Andersen…………………………about Medicare reimbursed transportation……requires a referral from the doctor and is provided by Coastal. Pearl Herner stated that she checked with her insurance carrier and she indicated that her insurance covers anyone that she has in her car. Roseann countered with ‘yes…but people can sue for more than your insurance, your home and all your assets’. The Committee discussed getting a signed waiver from people you might transport. Roseann felt one would be better with a waiver than without. The JUC cannot get any insurance to cover volunteers; the JUC has no assets either. Pauline Companion is a notary public and will search for a typical HOLD HARMLESS agreement. 

Jayne Stillwell had suggested the Committee consider installation of pergolas at the pool rather than continually purchasing umbrellas. She reported that she had not gathered any further information on this. Roseann had gotten a catalog from Joe Dalton showing that pergolas are ‘basically like an arbor’. Committee discussed sizes needed, materials that would hold up through hurricanes and costs. Jayne suggested that if expense was an issue, we could approach the pergola installation as a multi-year project. 

Community wide Bunco - Helen and Virginia will plan this activity for May 5. A 

a signup sheet will be posted on the bulletin board; residents will have until 4/25 to signup and indicate whether they have a card table that could be borrowed for the event. The Bunco will be $6 ; all monies above that required for snack purchases, will be returned to players as prizes. This activity will be open to ALL RESIDENTS. It is a very simple game to learn and a good way to meet new people. 

3/17 is St. Patrick’s Day dinner; Pauline Companion is hosting. She has sold 134 tickets; she will be opening the doors at 7:00 for ½ price tickets for those who want to come and listen to music and dance. She is starting a Book for the kitchen with this meal so that Hostesses can record amounts purchased, tickets sold, etc., so that we don’t have to reinvent the wheel every time a new event comes around. Everyone agreed that it was a good idea. She is asking that the Activities Committee start requiring the use of gloves at all meals; she will start this practice at the St. Patrick’s Day dinner.

New Business

Roseann read a letter from Pat Ryan which suggested an alternative to the reserved tables seating that occurs at our events. While the proposal would work, it would take a lot of work and the hostess already has too much to do. Cheryl Pergola indicated that she thought the sign-up sheet used for the February dinner worked well; especially since individuals signing the sheet could see it when they walked in the door. Discussion arrived at the need to permanently assign table numbers to specific locations so that people would know which table they were signing up for. Cheryl will take this on and volunteered to sell tickets and secure signatures at the same time for all events. This is a big undertaking.

April 10 is the Red Hatters Tea from 2 - 4. April 14 is the Yard Sale; April 21 will be Earth Day community work day. Joan d’Arcy indicated that she wanted to put more lights around the palms out front. Everyone agreed that could be done. Jayne thought Yancy should be consulted to see if the wiring will support it. Joan indicated that’s what she’s doing. Other gardening chores will be done that day. Jayne will post a sign-up sheet for Earth Day volunteers. Ruth and Pearl will orchestrate a pizza party for the volunteers only; the Activities committee will pay for the pizza.

Memorial Day is reserved for the Veterans. 

February potluck 2008 is reserved by Lila Perkowski and Nancy Floyd for a Disco Night.

Virginia Canada reported that the Activities Committee has $8,600 in its JUC Line Item.
