#8 Reducing Stormwater Runoff =

Homeowner Horticulture Extension Agent
This is the eighth principle of Florida Friendly
Landscaping. This is an important principal because
preventing storm water runoff from your property
will keep non-point source pollution out of the Indian
River Lagoon, St. Johns River, ponds and lakes.
Storm water can carry pollutants like nitrogen,
phosphorus, grass clippings, soil particles and oil with
it to the nearest water body. Here are a number of
ways to stop runoff from leaving your property.

* At least have gutters along roof areas that
hang over impervious surfaces like driveways,
entrances into the home pool decks, etc.
Rainwater that falls into impervious surfaces
will create a larger flow which can carry
heavy particles and even cause soil erosion.
If you have downspouts that don't empty into
a rain barrel or cistern then make sure that
they aren't aimed towards impervious
surfaces like sidewalks or driveways. The
best option would be to distribute the water
over the landscape by adding an extension to
the downspout.

* Collect the rainwater from your roof with
either rain barrels or a cistern. Gutters make
it easier to collect the maximum amount of
rainwater but even just placing a rain barrel
where two roof lines flow together (or placed
underneath an eave) will collect an amazing
amount of water. The water collected can be
used to water plants, wash off tools, etc.

* Reduce or eliminate impervious surfaces by
using pavers, gravel, mulch, turf block, etc.

* If you are repairing your driveway or adding a
new area to the back yard consider porous
surfaces that allow rainfall to seem into the
ground.

* Create berms or swales near the edge of your
property to catch all the rain water and hold
it until it is absorbed by the soil.

* If you have an area that collects a lot of
water after a heavy rain, consider creating a

rain garden. A rain garden is basically a swale
that is created to collect water during a
heavy rainstorm. Plants are added at the
bottom of the swale to give the area beauty
throughout the year even when it is not
holding excess water. .

If you add one or more of these ideas to your
landscape, you could possibly eliminate storm water
runoff from your land and the Indian River Lagoon
will benefit from your efforts.

WHICH HOSPITAL?

Glo Stebbins reported a recent experience with
ambulance transportation to the hospital and shares
the following information with other residents. She
received a letter from Mr. Wright, President of Cape
Canaveral Hospital which gives the protocol for
determining to which local hospital the ambulance will
transport a patient.

1. If the patient is stable, he can request to go to
Cape Canaveral rather than another hospital.

2. If the patient is unstable and requests Cape
Canaveral, Brevard County Fire and Rescue would
require the patient (or family member) to sign a
waiver of liability with the understanding that it
was against their advice to travel to another
hospital.

3. The only reason that the ambulance would take a
patient to a closer hospital rather than Cape
Canaveral as requested would be if an ambulance is
out of zone and it would impact response to other
waiting calls. This should be rare.

In summary, patients do have the right to request to which

hospital they wish transportation,
